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in favor of the praposal {(by John Steele and members of the Unitid States Commission
on Civil Rights) and one against {on behalf of the Society of American Law Teachers).
Finally, attached is a copy of correspondence from Judy K. Sakaki,|Ph.D., Vice President,
Student Affairs from the Office of the President of the University of‘CaIifcmia. Dr. Sakaki
has forwarded 2 memorandum by Bill Kidder of her staff discussing in substantial detail
many issues associated with the proposed study. Please nc?te that Mr. Kidder's
memorandum is not submitted in support of an official position taken by the University of
California Office of the President. '

Dr. Sander, and possibly other members of his research team, may appear before the
Subcommittee on Examinations at the upcoming Commitiee meeting to make another
presentation regarding the proposal and respond to the questions and concerns of the
Subcommitiee.
